Peter Wilson, VP of Project Delivery at Infrastructure Ontario, leads the Infrastructure Ontario team that is delivering

the 2015 Pan/Parapan American Games Athletes'Village project in partnership with Waterfront Toronto, the tri-government
agency responsible for the revitalization of Toronto’s waterfront. The development of Toronto’s West Don Lands is one of the
first new communities currently being developed as part of Toronto’s waterfront revitalization. This two million square foot
project is one of the largest residential developments in Toronto and across Canada. The 32 hectare (80 acre) area of former
industrial lands is being transformed into a sustainable, mixed-use, pedestrian-friendly, riverside community. It will feature
approximately 6,000 new residential units, ample space for employment and commercial uses, public transit within a five
minute walk of homes and businesses, and two child-care centres. The Athletes’Village will provide accommodations for ath-
letes and officials during the Games. After the Games, the village area will become a vibrant new neighborhood that includes
affordable housing, and will be built based on Waterfront Toronto’s vision for a green and modern community as outlined

in the West Don Lands Precinct Plan. Originally the West Don Lands community was to be completed over 10 to 12 years in
three phases; now more than half of the West Don Lands will be complete in time for the Games.
